Beef's Water Footprint
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Research indicates large
variation in estimates of beef
productions water use.

More water is dedicated to grains,
fruits, and vegetables incorporated
into meals than is to beef.
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Production of corn used for
animal feed has been steadily
declining.
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95% of beefs water footprint
originates from feed production.

The Beef Industry reduced water
use by 3% from 2005-2011.
